For each examination, the top 20 per cent of those who
get grade 7 or above will get a grade 9 — the very highest
performers

The bottom of grade 1 will be aligned with the bottom of
grade G

Grade 5 will be positioned in the top third of the marks
for a current Grade C and bottom third of the marks for a
current Grade B.

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Effort Grades

1. Exceptional levels of effort
2. Good levels of effort

enthusiasm and commitment

Effort Grades

Effort grades will help to explain why a
student isn't making the progress his
learning path suggests he should be. This
may be due to one of the following:

— A lack of effort

— If a student’s progress is BELOW that
expected, but effort is excellent, this might
suggest that he is on too high a learning path.
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Effort Grades

Conversely, if a student is making

SUSTAINED Excellent progress (over the
course of a couple of sets of progress
grades), this suggests that the student
needs moving up to a higher learning path.
