GP surgeries and hospitals.  I now deliver various exercise sessions 
for people who suffer from various medical conditions including 
coronary heart disease, diabetes, depression, arthritis and various 
other medical conditions.  As my position is fifty percent funded by 
Active England (a section of Sport England) and the remainder from 
profits accumulated by public membership, all of these programmes 
are offered free of charge to encourage people to lead a more active 
lifestyle. We also employ several of the Carre’s students as fitness 
instructors. Ben Machin, Jamie Bentley, and Bradley Jones have all 
passed through their WABBA training and are fully qualified to assist 
in the running of the facility. 
 
I studied a degree in Leisure and Recreation studies with Sport 
Studies at Bedford University.  Since leaving university I have gained 
more specific fitness qualification including; YMCA professional gym 
instructors award, Wright Foundation Referral Programme consultant 
qualification, and British Association of Cardiac Rehabilitation.  I am 
also registered as an advanced level 3 instructor on the register of 
exercise professionals (REPS). 

Before working at Carre’s Grammar School I worked for Total 
Fitness, Lincoln, as senior Health and Rehabilitation 
Instructor.  This involved teaching a range of exercise classes 
including Spinning, Boxercise, Circuit Training, Aqua-
Aerobics, Core stability. 
 
I enjoy playing and watching a variety of sports including 
cricket, golf, football and table tennis.  In the past I have run 
the London marathon, Great North Run, and various 10km 
runs.

By the halfway point of the innings the cloud cover had dropped to about 20% making it hot for both the fielding and batting team. In the tenth over 
Partridge scared Elliott with a great bowl. After ten overs Horncastle Grammar had managed to put 43 runs on the board, which is an average of 
4.3 runs an over. 
Now a change of bowlers was made, Wathem who had to depart due to a pull in his back allowed Bradley Russel-Webster to bowl. His leg spin 
unhinged the Horncastle batsmen and caused Elliott to toss one high into the air, to everyone’s disbelief Tupholme dropped the catch.  
Partridge’s next over was again a consistent one, at about the mid-point in the over Carre’s appealed for an edge behind, but once again not 
given. After that little shake Liam was caught by another good catch from Bates. 
After some more great spin bowling from the captain Russel-Webster, Partridge took his second wicket of the day dismissing Andy with ease, 
onto the square steps a former Carre’s student Robert Blackler. After 14 overs Horncastle had scored 50 runs. Later in the over a great sweep 
from Elliott saw Partridge go for another four. Russel-Webster’s leg spin confused Robert and caused him to open his body up and cut the ball 
straight into the grateful hands of Hails. After the dismissal of Robert, Russel-Webster was faced with a new challenge, a left-hander. He chose to 
bowl around the wicket to the left-hander, Andrew. A risky two runs almost cost Horncastle, ceasing on an unfortunate misfield.  
Ben Lambert came into the bowling attack and his first over was a good, steady one, giving away just three from his over. Nick Bates also joined 
the bowling, some wides bowled and hit for a four just the seven given away though.  
Tupholme replaces Lambert bowling from the Mareham Lane End, first delivery he was edged behind for four, then two balls later Ogden should 
have taken a simple catch at wicket-keeper but failed to, to the despair of his team mates. As Bates continues his bowling he took Andrew’s 
middle stump, this gives Sam the opportunity to bat the final over against Starbuck. 
First delivery from Starbuck sends Elliott walking on 14 whom batted very well. Next bowl a harsh wide was given commented the team analysers: 
Chris Bates and Joel Barlow. After Starbuck had been hit for four, there was a run-out on the last ball of the innings. Horncastle ended with 79 
runs, highest scorers: Shaun-15 Elliott-14. 
The Carre’s innings got off to an awful start with Bates and Tupholme opening the batting against Govind. On only the third bowl of the innings 
there was a huge appeal against Bates, but not given. Then next ball Bates edged to slip for a duck to a poor delivery. Now Ogden took to the 
crease. First ball he faced, out. But fortunately it was a no ball so Ogden continued his innings, slightly relieved of the embarrassment of a Golden 
Duck. Several balls later Tupholme took a wild swing and was luckily dropped at mid-on. Ogden started to focus more after his earlier mistake and 
then hit a great shot which went for four. Andy continued the bowling for Horncastle and Ogden launched him for a brilliant four.  
Throughout Tupholme’s and Ogden’s partnership there was great understanding and communication, a key to their success. Although at times 
their choice of running was risky and rash it worked the majority of the time and put a huge amount of runs on the board for Carre’s.  
After some more patient batting for Tupholme and Ogden, Ogden smashed another four. Now Wilkinson took it to the Carre’s batsmen, he bowled 
the seventh over. But some bad fielding saw Ogden and Tupholme get another single. Ogden sent yet another ball racing towards the boundary, 
bringing himself and Carre’s ever closer to their target. But Ogden’s innings was cut short by a good catch, he was dismissed on 23. Starbuck 
came to the crease to edge Carre’s further towards their target of 80. A good first shot gains two more runs for Carre’s thanks to Starbuck. A 
descent throw-in almost saw Tupholme walking, but he was just quick enough between the wickets. A good partnership was being built between 
Starbuck and Tupholme, due to a combination of good shots and quick singles. A great sweep brings Carre’s within touching distance of victory, 
but then Starbuck was bowled out for 8. Hails comes to the square to hopefully provide the final push over the line for Carre’s, this he did so with 
a good boundary on his first ball.

Biathlon: James Wathen 9 
Even though James could swim before he was 3 years old, he has 
only seen with Newark Swimming club since he was 9, and was 
swimming competitively from then, but only began entering biathlons 
3 years ago. He was introduced to them through the club and had to 
become a member of the Pentathlon Association of Great Britain in 
order to enter. Evenly spaced over the year the MPAGB runs a 
triathlon and biathlon. The East Midland region holds a qualifying 
round at Southwell in Nottinghamshire, from which the top six in each 
age group qualify for the National final. Although distances have been 
in the younger age groups, it means that every race is a sprint. Next 
year the distances will double. At the Nationals, held at Norwich 
University, he managed the 100m swim in 1:01:45 and ran 1km in 
3:00:95, which was a 15 second improvement from the regional 
round. James commented “Winning the Youth C Boys British Biathlon 
was a close competition. It has been  brilliant to have the opportunity 
to use such fabulous facilities as UEA, Norwich, Sports City and the 
Aquatics centre in Manchester on previous occasions.”
